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 I.       PURPOSE:  

The Montana Women’s Prison (MWP) will maintain, in a safe and accounting manner for all blade issued razors to reduce the risk that they are lost, damaged or used for other than their intended purposes.

II.      DEFINITIONS: 
Class 1 “Restricted” Tools – A category of items that present inherent safety and security risks and may be used as weapons, effect an escape, or compromise security. Class 1 tools will be used by staff, or by offenders under constant “Direct Staff Supervision.” 

Class 2 “Hazardous” Tools – A category of tools that without alteration present a significant safety and security risk but are deemed to be a lesser risk than Class 1 tools. Offender use will therefore be monitored with “General Staff Supervision.” 

Class 3 “Non-hazardous” Tools – A category of tools that without alteration are reasonably considered to pose a minimal safety and security risk. Offender use may be monitored with “Indirect Staff Supervision” as defined by this policy. 

   III.      PROCEDURES:

A. Razor Pass
1.   There will be no razor pass on C or F  or Intake pods/cells
2.  The CO will pick up the Razor box in the Lieutenants’ office per the razor schedule.

3. Once on the pod, place the Razor box in a secured location, i.e.- locked office or locked pipe chase.

4. An inmate must present their I.D. badge in exchange for a razor from the razor box.

5. Before handing the razor to the inmate the CO must visually inspect the razor to ensure if the blade(s) are intact.

6. CO’s must stay on the pod while razors are checked out.
7. Upon return of the razor, the CO’s must visually inspect the razor to ensure the blade(s) are intact by either having the inmate(s) hold the razor in such a way that the can perform the inspection or hold the razor themselves (with a gloved hand) before returning the inmates I.D. badge.

8. Once inspected either the inmate or the CO must put the razor in the sharps container and at that point the CO will return the inmates I.D. badge.
9. At the end of the shift the CO will bring the Razor Box back to the Lieutenants Office.
