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I. PURPOSE
In the event of an emergency The Montana Women’s Prison adopts an Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) to provide effective prevention, mitigation, response and recovery.

III. PROCEDURES
A. The EOP consists of three manuals, Appendices, Attachments, and Continuity of Operations Plan 

1. The appendices describe:
a. Incident Commander and Command staff duties and structure
b. Response Procedures and logistical needs 
c. Emergency numbers for utilities, control system, boilers and HVAC, radio repair, and key staff emergency numbers.
2. The attachments provide:
a. Checklists to systematically respond to an incident
b. IC forms
c. Logistical stores on hand
d. Locations of emergency shut offs and fire access-- gas, electricity, water, sewer
3. The Continuity of Operations Plan provides:

a. Direction and guidance in establishing and maintaining essential operations in the event of an emergency

b. Ramp down procedures once the incident has been mitigated to a point where normal operations can be re-established. 

4. Copies of the EOP and forms are stored in the following locations:
a. On Network at the Emergency Preparedness Intranet site; I-Drive under Emergency Preparedness Response Information
b. Computers- Operations Lap Tops (bag and cart).
c. Hard Copies located in: Control, Lt’s Office, Training Office, AW Operations Office Emergency Preparedness Cart
