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I. PURPOSE  

To provide a safe and secure environment for offender/child visits, as well as ensuring that institutional security is not compromised.
II. DEFINITIONS

Immediate Family Member – An offender’s legal spouse, natural or adoptive parents and children, siblings, grandchildren, grandparents, corresponding in-law, person verified as being primarily responsible for raising the offender in the absence of a parent and any other member of the offender’s household.
III. PROCEDURES

A. Check in for kids visit
1. Front desk officer will check in child(ren).
2. Each child will be pat searched before entering the secure perimeter of the facility.
3. Escort child(ren) to parenting room with parenting staff. (Generally done by Parenting Staff)
4. Pat down inmate before allowing them in to parenting room when staffing allows.
B. Check out for kids visit
1. When child visit is over, parenting staff will phone control and notify the control officer that the visit is over and require assistance from a floor officer.
2. Parenting staff will escort child(ren) to front desk to be picked up by their guardian(s).
3. Strip search inmates prior to letting them return to their pod.
C. Kids Day
1. Kid’s day is held the third Saturday of the month.
2. Parenting staff will provide a list of inmates and their children to a visiting officer or visitation supervisor to check in children are approved to visit and for any major write up violations.

a. An inmate cannot have a Major write up 30 days prior to Kid’s day.
b. The child(ren) must legally be the inmates’ child(ren) only, with proper documentation given to the visiting department for approval.  Follow MWP Procedure 3.3.8 OFFENDER VISITING 

1) Exceptions to this will be decided by the AW of Security and be placed in writing.
3. Approved Guardians will drop off child(ren) at the visiting gate.
4. Child(ren) will be checked in by visitation officer.
5. Each child will be pat searched before entering the visitation room.
6. Pat down inmate before allowing them into visiting; then allow inmate into room.
7. When Kids day is complete, parenting staff will escort child(ren) out to their approved guardian through the visiting gate.
8. Inmates will be strip searched prior to the return to their pod.
