PURPOSE  


         To ensure that inmates have access to sufficient lighting and that lights are out at the required times, the following procedures will be followed:

DEFINITIONS

III. PROCEDURES  

1. From 0645 until 2100 individual rooms should have sufficient lighting for the officer to ascertain who is in the room.  This may include having the room curtains open, Bed Lamps on, main room lights on, or the cell/room door open.
2. The individual officer checking the room will decide this.  This procedure will be enforced seven (7) days a week.

3. After 2100 officers may use a flashlight to check the rooms.

4. Inmates may use individual bed lamps if so desired.

5. All Program / Classroom lights will be on whenever inmates are present in the room.

6. Lights in H-Pod “C” and “D” rooms will be on whenever inmates are utilizing the rooms.

7. Sunday through Thursday lights will be turned off at 2300 in the rooms.  Friday and Saturday lights may remain on until 2400.  This includes personal bed lamps.

8. Dayroom lights will be turned off at 2300 on Sunday through Thursday and 2400 on Friday and Saturdays.
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9. Security Staff may, at any time they feel there is a safety/security risk, turn on the room light or have the control officer turn on the light to verify inmate presence/activity. 
NOTE:  The inmates may not block the outer windows in such manner so as to preclude natural light to come in through the windows.  The “Privacy Curtains” are to be used only when an inmate is changing clothes and/or using the toilet.

    10.  All room lights and bed lamps will be turned off when inmates are not in their 
cells. 


  Failure to turn off lights may result in disciplinary action.
