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 I.       PURPOSE:

Montana Women’s Prison (MWP) Medical will assist in the health and safety of the public, MWP employees and offenders.
II.      DEFINITIONS: 
Emergency: an unplanned or imminent event that event that affects or threatens the health, security, safety, or welfare of the employees, offenders, property or infrastructure

Medical Personnel: any Department of Corrections or MWP contracted staff member assigned to the MWP medical unit
Incident Command:  a standardized system of emergency management
Evacuation: Organized, phased, and supervised withdrawal, dispersal, or removal of offenders and staff from dangerous or potentially dangerous areas, and their reception and care in safe areas.
   III.      PROCEDURES  
1. All medical staff will be called to assist with the emergency situation if appropriate or logistically possible.
2. The emergency chain of command will be followed
3. Medical staff will prepare offender medical records and medications for transport.  If the offenders will be transported to more than one location, the records and medications will be separated so that the medical records and medications will be with the appropriate offenders.
4. Medical staff will handle all medical emergencies as appropriate.  If transport to a hospital is deemed necessary, the incident command post will be notified.
5. Medical staff will cooperate with security in evacuation, containment of offenders, or with other necessary measures to assure smooth functioning of MWP.
6. Medical staff will stay in the medical unit until instructed to leave.  No offender will be left in the medical unit without staff supervision.  When all offenders have left the unit, medical staff may leave per incident command direction.
7. If evacuation is deemed necessary, all inmate records and medications will be boxed or transported in a medication cart and kept with the inmates.
8. If possible a licensed medical professional will remain with the inmates at the location they are evacuated to until it is safe to return to the facility.
9. Medical personnel will assist with return to MWP when it is deemed safe to do so.

During a natural disaster, operations in the medical unit will be kept as normal as possible.  Preparation for evacuation will take place and evacuation will be implemented if necessary.
