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 I.       PURPOSE:


Montana Women’s Prison (MWP) Medical will assist in the health and safety of the public, MWP employees and offenders. MWP medical staff will be trained and prepared for the event when several offenders and/or staff are injured. 
II.      DEFINITIONS: 
 Emergency: an unplanned or imminent event that event that affects or threatens the health, security, safety, or welfare of the employees, offenders, property or infrastructure

Medical Personnel: any Department of Corrections or MWP contracted staff member assigned to the MWP medical unit.
Incident Command:  a standardized system of emergency management 
   III.      PROCEDURES:

1 .An emergency cart will be available to move to an area where the injured staff/offenders are being held.  The MWP visiting area or other areas designated by the Incident Commander will be utilized for the injured

2. All medical staff will be called to duty if appropriate and feasible.



3. The senior medical staff or Health Services Manager will triage the injured, having the most critical moved closes to the door accessible for transport.


4.  Patients will be identified.  An MWP staff member will affix a sticky name badge on the patient.


5. As the nurses triage the patients, the patients will be marked on their name badge with a colored dot as follows:


     Black – deceased

      Red – injured, emergency care is needed

      Yellow – injured, not critical or emergent

      Green – uninjured


6. Security will be responsible to remove the deceased and uninjured patients from the area.

7.  Medical Administrative Assistant will be responsible to put together records for the injured patients in need of transport.

8.  Medical staff will be responsible to maintain care of the patients until the patient is transported or able to be housed with other offenders.


9.  Medical staff will attend the debriefing.

Medical staff is responsible for the health of offenders at MWP.  In an emergency situation staff will also be cared for until transport or stabilize and able to leave the area.
