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I. PURPOSE:

The Montana Women’s Prison (MWP) Operational Procedure established guidelines to MWP medical staff regarding their role in an inmate disturbance/riot.

II.     DEFINITIONS: 


Inmate disturbance: A riot, sit-in or violent crowd for the purpose of disruption of 

normal operations of Montana Women’s Prison.


Riot: A disturbance involving 3 or more inmates.


Crowd: A large group of people gathered closely together.

Sit-in or sit down strike:  Types of disturbances that are intended to protest against a specific condition.
   III.      PROCEDURES:

1. As part of MWP staff, all medical personnel will be alert to any discussion or indication of an inmate disturbance, riot, sit-in or sit-down.
2. The medical staff will report any such discussion or indication to the MWP supervisor or LT in charge.
3. Medical staff will remain in the medical area until given instruction by the MWP supervisor or LT. in charge.
4. Medical staff will be available to assist with any medical needs of staff or inmates during a disturbance
5. Medical staff will participate in any debriefing exercise when appropriate.
